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Dear North Stradbroke Island residents,

Unimin’s Vision for a Sustainable Stradbroke

The Queensland Government’s announcement in June has created considerable
uncertainty for our operations as well as the 640 workers and small businesses who

directly rely on sand mining for their livelihoods.

The Premier has announced that mining will end on the Island in 2027. However,
we do not know sufficiently what leases currently in operation will be allowed to

continue to this date.

Unimin has outlined its own plan which provides a sustainable and realistic
solution to ceasing sand mining on North Stradbroke Island by 2027. A solution
which works in everyone’s interests. Under our plan, Unimin will be able to retain
the bulk of our workforce until 2027, maintain our support of local services and
businesses, such as the Stradbroke Island Ferry, provide economic opportunities
for the Quandamooka people and provide time for structural adjustment to new

industries for Straddie.

Our plan would see the Vance silica mine, which traverses land of higher ecological
value, cut short nine years from the lease renewal date of 2024 to 2015; this would

allow all mining on the north of the Island to cease by 2015.

Post 2015, we propose mining activity on Straddie will be limited to less than 3%
of the Island with all mining occurring on disturbed land or areas of low ecological
value. Unimin will, of course, also meet all of its obligations to rehabilitate mined

land to facilitate transition to National Park by 2027.

Our company is concerned the Queensland Government may be pressured into a
sudden forced closure, resulting in a devastating impact on our workers, businesses

and local residents who rely on our mining operations both directly and indirectly.

Taking the place of sand mining, the Queensland Government has proposed the
Island would be supported by a growing eco-tourism industry. How long it would

take the Island to transition to a new industry is unclear.

Well it would be understating the obvious if I was to
say there has been a lot going on since our last issue in
June 2010.

As we all know, on 20 June 2010, the Premier of
Queensland announced her government’s vision for
North Stradbroke Island. This announcement came as
a complete surprise not only to Unimin, but the entire

North Stradbroke Island community.

The federal election closely followed, and issues on
Stradbroke became campaign platforms for candidates
both locally and in Brisbane in general. Greens

Senate candidate Larissa Waters’ first public policy
announcement was to fly over Stradbroke and declare
that the mines should be shut down immediately. This
statement continued throughout her campaign and

caused quite a stir politically.

Ultimately, Ms Waters was elected to the senate, and
her party will most likely hold the balance of power

from the middle of next year.

It was clear to us that the creation of a very large
percentage of national parks on North Stradbroke in
a short timeframe was both politically and personally
motivating to many people in the Brisbane region.
During the run up to and post the federal election
there have been many self-described “friends” of
Stradbroke proclaiming their love for the Island,

but also showing their ignorance to the community

dependence on mining.

In response, on Friday 29 August 2010, Unimin
submitted to the State Government its Vision for a
sustainable transition to the end of sand mining on
North Stradbroke Island. We also put this Vision in
the public domain through our new website
www.sustainablestradbroke.com.au, which we

created to provide some balance on this issue.

We, unlike all other interested parties, have outlined
in our proposal a clear plan that presents an
economically sound, environmentally and socially
responsible means of achieving a sustainable future
for the island up to 2027.

It is also important to remember that the

Quandamooka people’s native title rights have not

been resolved on the Island and that we should not call

it “park” or anything else until that process is resolved.

Unimin’s plan sees a removal of mining tenure over a
set timeframe and, apart from some suggested future
opportunities we see as value adding to the Island’s

future economy, we do not agree that it should all be

automatically made into national park until agreement

and proper planning is completed.

Unfortunately, many weeks have passed since the
announcement and despite the glossy brochures and

personal letters from the Premier distributed all over

south east Queensland, two hastily convened public
meetings and much coverage in the press, we are no

nearer to a definitive plan for the Island.

In fact, the lack of clear vision has lead many residents,
businesses and the community in general to want to
raise their voice and express their real concerns for

their future.

Therefore, in partnership with some of these people,
we have developed an advertising campaign aimed

at drawing mainstream attention to the fact that the
current vision for Stradbroke is without substance or

certainty.

The campaign has a simple theme, namely there is
more at stake than short-term political goals and that,
like it or not, mining is an integral part of the Island’s
identity and community. To shut the mines early,
without detailed planning for a replacement economy,

will cause catastrophic change in this community.

So, as we head into the latter part of the year still without
a plan for our future, I urge you to make a submission

or alternatively send a letter to the Premier. A sample has
been posted on the Sustainable Stradbroke website. We
encourage you to urge the State Government to start a
detailed planning process in consultation with the local
community. This plan shouldnt be run by those who
run national parks; it should be done by the departments

that consider all factors in planning for the future.

In late July, Unimin employees, residents and business owners on North Stradbroke Island were invited by the Sand Times to share their views

on the planned cessation of sand mining on the Island before 2027. They were also asked to comment on eco-tourism as the Island’s main

economic and employment industry. Here’s what they had to say.

Ben Barker, Unimin Employee — Rehabilitation Officer and

Dunwich resident

“Eco tourism isn’t the answer for alternative employment for my
family and many people on the Island. I don’t see it as a feasible
solution to replacing sand mining on the Island anyway. Ending
sand mining would wipe out our lifestyle, and force my family to
split up and leave the Island in search of employment. Before they
shut down the mines, I'd like the government to do some research
into how eco-tourism would work within our community and

support our lifestyles.”

Narelle Borey, Unimin Employee — Laboratory Assistant,

Indigenous community member and Dunwich resident

“My great grandmother was one of the founding families on the
Island; I've got Indigenous heritage here dating right back to the first
mine at Tazi and well before that. My whole family has been trained
by and worked for the mines. Anna Bligh you don’t live here, you only
holiday here and see the Island when it’s busy. You don't understand
the lifestyle and economy the mine has created for us and the Island’s
Indigenous residents. The mine has educated and employed us; it has
put bread and butter on our tables and the roofs over our heads. Are

you going to do that for us when the mines are gone?”

Gordon Dix, Business Owner — Seashells Café Amity and Amity

Point resident

“Anna Bligh is talking about jobs, jobs, jobs — yet by removing
sand mining from the Island, she is destroying an economy! It’s not
just Unimin and its employees that will be affected, T'll be affected,
the barge operators will be affected, and all the local businesses,
community groups and sporting clubs that the miners and Unimin
support here on the Island will be affected if we lose sand mining
too soon. If they [the Queensland Government] shut down

sand mining tomorrow, it will take years before an economically
sustainable and viable eco-tourism operation is up and running —
and I'm not sure the small businesses and residents here on Straddie

can wait that long.”

Bob Minty, Business Owner — Bob Minty Surfboards and Point

“There are far greater problems on the Island than sand mining. If
anything, Straddie has improved because of the mines — with the
infrastructure it has brought to the Island. Wake up to yourself
Anna Bligh. Stop and think about the impact on our community.
If it hadn’t been for the mines and the economy and infrastructure
it brings to Straddie, I would never have been able to open my
shop. The impact from sand mining on the Island is minimal —
their rehabilitation practices are probably some of the best in the
world. Listen to the real Straddie community — I think most of us
agree that a short-term end to sand mining will not be good for the

Island, or its residents.”

Sonya Bryant, Business Owner — Island Fruit Barn and

Dunwich resident

“We have eco-tourism now and it works well with the mines. But
shutting down the mines now, and relying solely on eco-tourism —
I'd have to cut back my staff. We wouldn't get the tourist numbers
she [Anna Bligh] is talking about to make it a viable alternative to
what we currently have. Tourists are transient and messy — they
don’t have the same love of the Island that the residents do. More
tourists equals more cars and people and, eventually, more damage

to our Island.”

Nicole Watts, Director — Stradbroke Early Learning Centre and

Dunwich resident

“The Queensland Government is short sighted to get rid of sand
mining. Without sand mining, we would not be able to operate
the Stradbroke Early Learning Centre on the same scale. We'd lose
staff — I know my family would have to move to the mainland

— and families who currently use the Centre would have to leave
the Island in search of employment. Having sand mining on the
Island has contributed to the retention of long-term staff at the

centre and supported our local economy.”

Peter Jones, Owner — Straddie Bakery and Dunwich resident

“Sand mining provides the basis for people to live here. Our
business currently employs 16 — 23 people — six permanent full-
time staff and the rest are casual. All are Island residents. Without
sand mining, we would lose 50% of our business — perhaps even
more. We'd have to cut staff right back, it would simply be myself,
my wife and daughter running the Straddie Bakery. Losing sand
mining on North Stradbroke Island would be devastating for the

local businesses and residents.”

Dwain Manteufel, Owner — Amity Point General Store and

Amity Point resident

“Without sand mining the people of North Stradbroke Island
would be impacted greatly. Because people aren’t coming over to
the Island every day, barge prices will increase — which in turn
will increase the price of everything on the Island. The tourism
industry on the Island is not large enough to sustain the Island
and its residents at present. It will take time to be established —

and sand mining should continue while that is happening.”

Construction

On 22 July 2010, the Court of Appeal overturned an earlier decision
from the Planning and Environment Court that Queensland
Construction Materials — a subsidiary of Unimin Australia — had

properly made applications for the Construction Sands project.

The Court found in favour of Unimin in two of the three counts and
in favour of the appellants — Friends of Stradbroke Island and co-

respondents — in only one of the three counts.

The Court found that in the original application, there was an error

regarding the completion of one of the forms.

Issues raised by the co-respondents regarding Native Title and Land

Ownership were dismissed by the Court of Appeal.

Sands Update

A decision with regard to costs has not yet been made, with the
courts majority preliminary view being that the co-respondents pay a
third of Queensland Construction Material’s (QCM) court costs.

Following careful consideration of the judgment, QCM and Unimin
Australia have lodged an appeal on the recent decision. The company
intends to continue to pursue the Construction Sands project

believing it will generate a sound economic return from existing sand

mining tailings in an environmentally and socially acceptable way.

Did you know?

Prior to 1894, North and South Stradbroke were part of one large island.

In 1894 a vessel, the Scottish Barque ‘Cambus Wallace’ was shipwrecked a short distance off the Island

at Jumpinpin. The ship was carrying a mixture of liquor and dynamite from Glasgow to Brisbane.

Salvagers on foot and using packhorses successfully saved the liquor, but they were unable to recover

the dynamite.

The government decided, in the interest of safety for the local fishing industry, to detonate the remaining

dynamite. This detonation apparently resulted in the weakening of the sands.

By the spring of 1898, North and South Stradbroke Islands were connected by a narrow bridge of land —

less than 40 metres wide.

The impacts of surf and cyclones, together with extremely high tides and a major storm in May of 1898,

led to the separation of the two islands, and the creation of the Jumpinpin bar.

After the separation, water from the Logan, Pimpama and Coomera River systems was able to drain more

directly to the sea. This is reported to have caused even more rapid erosion of South Stradbroke Island and

the extension of the Southport Spit.

Today, North Stradbroke Island is 38km long and approximately 11km wide — making it the second largest

sand island in the world. It is home to approximately 2,000 residents and considered one of the

great tourist destinations in Queensland.

Unimin Sustainability and Community Relations
Manager Paul Smith said the company developed
the television advert in conjunction with local NSI
residents. The aim was to give a voice to those who
will be impacted by a premature end to mining. The
advert went to air for the first time during Channel
Seven’s Sunrise on Friday, 13 August 2010, and has
subsequently aired on channels Seven, Nine and Ten

in the days and weeks since.

“There has been a groundswell of support from the
community who no longer want to be the silent

majority,” Mr Smith said.

“These residents and employees are facing dramatic
uncertainty in their futures and want their side of

the story told.”

The television advertisement, which was filmed
at various places on the Island on Wednesday, 4
and Thursday, 5 August 2010, has been uploaded
onto YouTube, along with a two-minute extended

version.
